 13U, 14U, 15U & 16 High School Rules

· All line-up cards with first and last name must be submitted to official score keeper 10 minutes prior to game.  Home team will be determined by the flip of a coin for pool play games.  In bracket play, the highest seeded team will be the home team.

· All games will be played using 60/90.

· No pitching rules for the weekend.  Coaches need to be observant and make sure to protect players at all times.
· There will be a 1 hour 45 min time limit or 6 innings.  Umpires will not start a new inning after the 1 hour 35 minute mark.  In pool play, games may end in a tie.  Bracket play we will play until the game is decided.  (No time limit in the Championship game).  If a team does not complete a game, it is a forfeit and that team will be seeded last.
· Mercy rule:  15 after 3 innings, 10 after 4 innings, 8 after 5 innings.

· Courtesy runner may be used for pitcher or catcher at any time.  The courtesy runner must be a player not in the line up or the last batter to make an out.

· Batting order:  You have 4-choices for your lineup:  (1) Bat 9-straight, (2) Bat 9 with a DH, (3) Bat 10/Play 9 with an EH or (4) Bat the entire lineup with free defensive substitutions.  A team must start the game with 9 players but can finish the game with 8 players.  If you do not have an eligible substitute to replace an injured player or if a player cannot bat for whatever reason, it is an automatic out when that players turn comes up in the batting order. 
· Home team will keep the “official” score book and the visiting team will keep score board.

· Each team will need to give umpire (2) balls prior to each game which you will get back after the game.

· When determining the seeding for Sunday’s tournament, we will use the following for ties:

-head to head (when applicable).

-runs allowed.

-runs scored.

-flip of the coin.

· For 13U, only -10 to -5 that are USSSA BPF 1.15 approved will be allowed a long with any BBCOR bat.  For 14U, only -5 that are USSSA BPF 1.15 approved a long with any BBCOR will be allowed. For 15U, only BBCOR bats.
· We will be playing by Ky High School rules.

If a coach or assistant coach is ejected from a game, they must set out that game and the
next game.
